assisting the setter. The term "Ceramic" is used fornaming the
classification only and is in no way a limitation of the product

ELECTRONICSYSTEMS TECHNICIAN

Installation, service and maintenance of low-voltage systems which
utilizes the transmission and/or transference of voice, sound, vision,
ordigital for commercial, education, security and entertainment
purposesforthe following: TV monitoring and surveillance,
background/foreground music, intercomand telephone interconnect,

pail, all kinds of concrete foundations necessary for Mosaic and
Terrazzo work, all cement terrazzo, magnesite terrazzo, Do-O-Tex
terrazzo, epoxy matrixter-razzo, exposed aggregate, rusticorrough

washed for exterior orinterior of buildings placed either by machine



orby hand, and any other kind of mixture of plastics composed of
chips or granules when mixed with cement, rubber, neoprene, vinyl,
magnesium chloride or any other resinous or chemicalsubstances used
for seamless flooring systems, and all other building materials, all
similar materials and all precast terrazzowork on jobs, allscratch

coat used for Mosaic and Terrazzo work and sub-bed, tar paper and wire
mesh (2x2 etc.) or lath. Therubbing, grinding, cleaning and

finishing of same either by hand or by machine or by terrazzo
resurfacing equipment on new or existing floors. When necessary
finishers shallbe allowed to assist the mechanics to spread sand bed,
lay tarpaper and wire mesh (2x2 etc.) or lath. The finishing of

cement floors where additional aggregate of stoneis added by
spreading or sprinklingon top ofthe finished base, and troweled or
rolled into the finish and then the surfaceis ground by grinding

Ifno neighboring county rate applies to the task, the
Departmentshallundertake a special determination, such special
determination being then deemed to have existed under this
determination.

LANDSCAPING

Landscapingwork falls under the existing classifications for laborer,

operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by landscape



plantsman and landscape laboreris covered by the existing
classification oflaborer. The work performed by landscape operators
(regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers(regardless of size of truck driven)is

covered by the classifications of truck driver.
